'A major factor in selecting Minus K is its ability to not only isolate vibrations vertically, but also horizontally 
at less than 1 Hz,' said Dr David Platus, president of Minus K and principal inventor of the Negative-Stiffness 
Mechanism technology that is the key to the passive-vibration isolators.
